Even with the same description, quality differences can be enormous.  The prices for specific types in this report, are just a selection of the many different quotations circulating in the market.  There is no way to know and print them all.  It is up to our readers to decide which ones they find realistic and which ones not.

World  View

Unhappily, November 2000 will also remain in human memory because of a family of diseases in the nature of spongiform encephalopathies, which includes BSE (the so called ‘mad cow disease’), human vCJD, and scrapie in ovines.  Many now point to a whole collection of neurological disorders we have lived with over many years, as being of the same root cause.  

Our issue of 3rd November 2000 (No. 19) caused some controversy over a misunderstanding: MNS simply reported a British M.A.F.F. stand-by emergency plan to ban the consumption of lamb and mutton in the event of a proven link between BSE and lamb/sheep scrapie.  Although at that time there still was no proof that sheep suffered from an epidemic similar to what affected bovines, it was all a grey area as the UK Surveillance Unit stated that there was no proven link, strong evidence pointed to the association between BSE, CJD and scrapie lamb.  

Now we turn to events on Mainland Europe, and the hell that the United Kingdom went through some years ago, with families unable to buy a boneless T-bone steak or a boneless 2 or 4-rib roast, would seem like children’s play.  There is panic talk in the shops, the streets and in the press.  That the European Commission are pondering the fate of no less that 3 million head of cattle older that 30 months of age.  That intervention is likely, directing to the cull of cows.  And so on.  At a time when Brussels was thought to be hard on the UK, it now seems that Brussels is hardest on the rest of Europe.

Perhaps this is a time for reflection and composure.  If in the end, millions of head are culled, it is assumed that as what happened in the UK, the hides will be flayed and if necessary, wet-blued.  They will always be there.  Hence prices will fall.  And in the end, Europe is not the whole world.  In the worst of events, the world’s biggest supplier, the United States, is still there, as in 1942.  Not to forget Brazil (see Brazil’s “remarks” under Statistics).  

In sum, we are not about to suggest that the European BSE scare is only a “storm in tea-cup”, but we do think that we should be more rational and not submit to panic, psychosis or other unnatural market fears.  Worse things have happened before this!

REMARK:   The hide market would have been steady, based on Australia’s Asian market, but owing to heavy demand from Europe on account of the mad cow syndrome, it’s extremely firm with all indications of an increasing trend.

The sheepskin market is also firm after tighter supplies in the wake of severe floods in New South Wales.  Shorter wool length sheep have firmed dramatically on the local market, while the longer wool length sheepskins are more attractive in China where quotas restrict imports of greasy wool.

REMARK:  Typically, when hide prices get overly firm and too dear for some pockets, the better grades are ignored and interest centres on the lower grades. In this case, no mention is made of sales of crust grades a to d, and we don’t think that any quantities worthwhile reporting were sold either.  Quotations are nominal, and we dare say that any bids would be examined with great interest.  On the other hand, grades e to h are very firm and have advanced by 0.05 USD/sqft in a very short time.

Goatskin crust seems to be moving on a steady basis at about 0.90 USD/sqft fob in grades d/e/f.

REMARK:   Not many changes in the current hide price structure in Brazil, only 2 or 3 US Cents down, perhaps up to five cents down in the Frigorifico machine flay top grade, but that is to be expected: in the present climate prices are much more flexible in the choice grades than in the lower grades, which are significantly firmer.  As an illustration, sellers and their agents report a far greater offer available in upper grades than in lower grades – for instance, one seller had three containers in grades d and e, with some c, five containers in tannery runs of varying descriptions, and twenty containers in a and b, and some c.

Readers will note some mathematical inconsistencies in quotations of Frigorifico m/f hides split to 2.4/+ mm, between – for instance – a and b grades on their own, and the 30/70 variation.  Simple reason: different producers/suppliers.  In the same thickness, there is a quotation for a tannery run a to d at 1.02 USD/sqft: that will be for the bulk in c and d.

On the whole, producers are standing by, watching events in Europe, in case the cross-border BSE scare results in increased demand from Italy and elsewhere for their own hides. This is brought home to Brazilians by cancelled (red beef) meat carcass contracts with Europe, which by January/February 2001 will affect Brazilian kill figures by at least 30 Percent.  Obviously, the underlying trend is UP.

Statistics time: January-October 2000.  In volume, exports are almost spot on with 1999, figures, having lost a negligible less than 0.5% at just over 165 thousand tonnes. Specifically in number of hides this year’s total to end of October was 12,092,345 pieces, a mere drop of 0.16% on 1999.  But in value of course, they are up by 24% on last year to 611 million US Dollars in the current financial year.  Their main customer is still Italy, albeit at half the figure of 1999, but their new growth areas are of course Hong Kong, Singapore, China and Taiwan.  Wet-blue hides, in number of pieces, represent 70% of hide and skin exports in these first ten months of the year. (Source: Abicouro – Aicsul/Secex)

REMARK:   What can be said about France?  The country is in deep crisis, agriculturally speaking, and “when France sneezes, all Europe catches cold”.  The only thing clear, is the total uncertainty of what is going on, and of what is going to happen.  Traders and merchants don’t know (they refuse to come to the telephone when MNS calls asking for a statement), abattoirs don’t know, farmers don’t know, and Government officials do not say whether they don’t know or are not telling.

More in-depth information has been given under “World View”, but essentially, sellers are reticent to offer hides, especially cows, as they never know if they will be able to cover what they may sell.  Even calfskins are less abundant, as whilst their kill is deemed 100% safe, veal meat consumers are not so sure…

Meanwhile, and while slaughter figures at the moment are imprecise, we understand that on average across the country it is around 80% down on normal figures, with cow slaughter standing at zero.

REMARK:   Commotion has taken over Germany on the coat-tails of the French crisis,  and it is difficult to get firm offers.  What must be understood, with the declared outbreak of some so-called BSE cases, is that the kill is down to catastrophic (did we use that word two weeks ago, in reference to France) levels, with cows at ZERO kill for obvious reasons, bulls at nearly zero kill for market reasons, and meat consuming countries demanding a German Federal Ministry of Health “BSE Free Certificate of Health” on meat carcasses for import into neighbouring European countries. It is highly unlikely that much slaughter will take place in the immediate future.   Altogether, and averaging cow, ox/heifer, bull and calf kill, we are told that German slaughter rates are down by 80 percent.

REMARK:  Arrivals of raw skins at the market have been hampered by the weather, which in turn has especially affected sheepskins stressing on them, because of their greater vulnerability, effects of monsoon damage.

Goatskins: demand is strong as usual for good grain leathers, but supplies are still weak.  It seems ironical, that the twain will never meet.  Lining leathers carry on being traded at unchanged levels.  Suede business continues at a slow pace, with buyers looking for cheaper lower grades while producers need to clear all grades.  The export trade seems to have been invigorated by the Lineapelle fair at Bologna in a number of lines, namely full grain leathers, full chrome suedes and linings at asking prices reported two weeks ago. Also, dyed mesh for woven leathers for the Far East is reported at 0.80-0.85 USD/sqft cfr sea. 

Sheepskins:  an unchanged situation on the domestic market, with resin nappa moving at unchanged levels in the top grades to down by 0.25 Rs./sqft for the lower grades.  Export sales are coloured by sales of dyed nappa in d/e/f selections to the Far East, but enquiries into the traditional  suede business are subject to investigation into new transportation modes.

 
Cow linings: in both domestic and export markets enquiries are strong but still awaiting steady supplies. Buff  calf and  cow  calf  business is awaiting the new season’s good arrivals.

REMARK:   Some business has been achieved for suspension dried and wetsalted hides in Europe, and in the lower grades into India.  But nothing that we have heard of can be reported for the Far East, as the ‘ship-by-date’ of 15th December approaches fast.  We are told by the knowledgeable observers, that within one/two weeks dry hides will be quoted at around 1.90 USD/kg fob, and wet salted hides  (for which one reputed UK dealer is bidding 1.06 USD/kg fob) will be freely available at around the one dollar mark.  Anything is possible at the traditional time when East Africa is not selling to Asia, but don’t preclude any surprises:  in the face of events in Europe, buyers there (if in corrected grain business) may well jump into the market and cause a turn around.

REMARK:  Two or three weeks ago there was an acute shortage of hides in Mexico, and suddenly this week as if by magic, there is a super abundance of them which brought about an 18-19% crash in prices.  Hides had been a safe trading commodity, buyers knew they could always trade them back for cash.  Now however, with hides coming up like mushrooms, the pace has changed and there is somewhat less interest in them, hence easier prices.  What made all this change?  In part, the transition of Governmental Administrations, and where in the past there was a severe withdrawal of cash out of circulation amounting to 28 million US Dollars per day as we are told, in order to restrict spending leading up to Christmas.  Now the new policy is to encourage the creation of small privately owned business, and many understand this to mean the end of cash withdrawals from circulation.

REMARK:   As elsewhere in the European Union, hide prices have taken off, heavy cows most significantly, with the mad cow panic.  Many in the industry in Spain are expecting Government intervention at any moment, which will result in the mass cull of cows.  If this comes to be, as happened in the UK some years ago, cow hides will be the bargain of the century (old or new).  Meanwhile, Spanish cattle slaughter figures this week are down by 60%, and at the Madrid hide auction prices rose on average by 30 PES/kg  (0.15 USD/kg).

Lack of interest in Double face lambs (particularly of the Merino variety) is countered by further demand for “guantería” (nappa) types.

REMARK:    We got it wrong two weeks ago when we predicted a general market increase.  In fact heifers and dairy cows – the spready dairy cows substantially so – but steers failed to make the grade, and mostly stood on; Heavy Native steers (the “holy cow”) in fact lost a dollar or two.

One important factor which our analyst overlooked, was the Thanksgiving holiday last week,  which to many meant both the Thursday and Friday, which affected sales on the USA domestic market substantially. Kills were certainly down, and sales below normal.

What happens next is open to debate.  There are many voices saying that prices will be weaker, or at most stable.  Reasons for this are partly, the concern of overseas buyers (having now booked their forward requirements) are more concerned about getting shipments afloat and getting their hides at home, that doing more business. Also in aid of this case, and quite rightly so, that tanners are unlikely to get one extra penny for their leather from shoe manufacturers or automotive upholsterers.

But we cannot ignore events in the European Union, overall kill is certainly down by over 50 percent.  The winners are going to be, without question, Brazil and the USA. On balance, we would put our money on a firming market for Christmas.
